Dear Genesee County Resident:

Find enclosed your copy of the 2006 Consumer Confidence Report for the Genesee County
Water Supply System. You can be confident that the water provided to your homes, businesses,
and schools surpass all federal and state requirements for public water consumption. The
Division of Water and Waste Services is proud to have always met the safe drinking water
regulations and, again, did not exceed any contaminant levels for this period. As you know,
the United States is one of the few countries that, through its local communities, provide fresh,
clean, safe drinking water at the faucet. This has been accomplished through environmental
awareness, regulatory diligence, and the desire of the residents to support local government,
which provides the water.

Through your support, I am pleased to announce the completion of the North Loop III project,
which doubles our water capacity throughout the county. We are continuing to reinforce our
distribution system with a new pump station, which will be located on the southeast side of
the county.

Since the power outage of 2003, we have tripled our water storage and added emergency power
generation. While we are confident in our water distribution system, we still have concerns
of our supply from the City of Detroit via the City of Flint. We can provide the water to our
customers but only if we receive our required volume. While Detroit recognizes our need for
a second supply line, it is not proposed for construction until after 2040. This proposal does
not meet our needs. My staff and I have been meeting with officials from the City of Detroit,
Oakland County and the City of Flint since 2003. We are attempting to develop a partnership
that will reduce and stabilize our water rates, provide us with a second water supply much
sooner, and give us equity in a system that we will be contributing to for the next 30 years,
should we continue with Detroit. I hope to report progress to this conclusion by the end of this
year.

With that, I would like to thank you for this opportunity to report on the progress we
have made and, to reassure you that your drinking water in the Genesee County region
is of the highest quality.
