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After 30 years with Detroit, we will own nothing. The Detroit pipeline will be 75 years old
(it's expected useful life). A new contract with Detroit will be signed and the cycle will start
again.

After 30 years with KWA, we will own the pipeline and have our own water treatment facilities
and save millions of dollars. We will no longer be dependent upon somebody else to provide
us with water.

Signing a 30-year contract with Detroit will result in at least a $7.00 per month jump in rates
and annual increases of 10%. Studies show that the regional partnership will cut these rates
in half. KWA will present a detailed option to the communities for consideration later this
year.

Put simply, do we want to run a water system? Do we want to stimulate the economy of
another community or our own? Over the next several months, the KWA will be holding
several town hall type meetings to present their vision for a regional approach to water supply.
